Easter Seals Nova Scotia Chairperson, Barry Saunders and
President & CEO, Tom Merriam met with the Hon. Peter
MacKay in Ottawa on the eve of his March 11th travel to the
UN to participate in the signing that ratified Canada’s com-
mitment to the Convention on the Rights of Persons With
Disabilities. A long-standing advocate for the interests of per-
sons with disabilities, Minister MacKay was a leading force
in the process to bring about this significant milestone and
expressed his ongoing support for the work of Easter Seals as
one of the largest disability service providers in Canada serv-

ing more than 100,000 persons annually.
