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HIGHLIGHTS OF 2010/11

Over 3,400 children, youth and adults in Nova Scotia
benefit annually from the programs of Easter Seals
Nova Scotia. Program expenditures to provide these
services have been growing by more than 10% annually
with total program expenditures exceeding $3.2 million.
'This represents a significant expansion of services in
spite of the challenging economic times we are experi-

encing.

For those with limited financial resources, in the past
year, a total of some 380 children and adults received
funding for the cost of new wheelchairs and wheelchair
seating and repairs that they required, while more than
180 applicants received assistive devices and recycled
equipment to ensure their continued mobility and sup-
port for daily living.

'The personal development, learning and independence
that the trainees in our New Leaf Enterprises’ skills
training and employment centre achieve is truly amaz-
ing. Their success is a testament to the potential of these
individuals as well as the importance of the program.

Tours of New Leaf’s training facility have become a

wonderful introduction for new supporters to witness
first-hand why the work of Easter Seals Nova Scotia is

so valuable and necessary.

As in the past, we are evaluating program needs and the
innovative and thoughtful actions that will assist us to
continue to grow to better serve the children and adults
who depend on us to help them pursue their potential.
We are optimistic about the future and excited about
the opportunities ahead.

TREASURER'S REPORT

'The consolidated revenues of Easter Seals Nova Scotia for
the year were $3,094,012, an increase of $31,608 over the
previous year. Expenditures increased by $175,021 from the
prior year to $3,222,014 resulting in an operating deficit

of $128,002. As of the end of fiscal 2011, all obligations
and payments remain current with our suppliers and all

chartered bank covenants are in compliance.

Easter Seals Nova Scotia program areas saw growth of
more than 13%, principally through expansion of the
Wheelchair Recycling Program, the addition of a Wheel-
chair Repair Program for Department of Community
Services’ clients, and through expansion of the New Leaf
Enterprises skills training and employment program. An-
other outstanding performance from New Leaf Enterprises
saw a net increase in revenues of $10,474.This decreased

their prior year deficit by over 50%.

Development revenues totaled $538,891, a decrease over
last year of 33%. The shortfall in revenues can be attributed
to the disappointing results of our special event revenues
which decreased $346,409 over the prior year. We believe
the drop in development revenues was influenced in part by
economic conditions and increased competition for donor
contributions. Development expenditures were decreased
by 40% in recognition of this trend. An increase in major
gifts and foundation donations to Easter Seals Nova Sco-

tia’s programming of $89,074 over last year was realized.
