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Easter Seals Nova Scotia is a non-profit organization that since 1931 has provided
programs, services, training, and resources for Nova Scotian adults, teens, and children 
with physical disabilities.

Easter Seals Nova Scotia reduces barriers to access and opportunities that exist within our 
society for people living with disabilities. This is a significant challenge considering Nova 
Scotia has the highest population rate of persons with disabilities in Canada, a staggering 
152,000 (Statistics Canada).

100% of funds raised through Easter Seals Nova Scotia stays in our province, for the
 specific programs and services provided by Easter Seals Nova Scotia in three main areas:

•	 Active Living - accessible sports and rec program for youth; a summer camp for Nova 
Scotians over 6 years old designed for people with disabilities.

•	 Assistive Devices - financial assistance and support to Nova Scotians with 
physical disabilities requiring medical and assistive equipment

•	 Family & Community Support - work skills training center for adults with physical 
        disabilities; provider of information on provincial resources for people with disabilities.
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
